Pre and Post Visit Activities

PRE-VISIT ACTIVITIES:

Ask students to suggest some of the ‘secrets’ they may be able to discover during their
visit to the Melbourne Aquarium. A class list can be compiled of student predictions.

Using the Melbourne Aquarium website, research Weedy the Seadragon.

« Has anyone ever seen an animal like this?

« What type of animal is Weedy?

« Weedy is the nickname of this animal - Why do you think it is called Weedy?
« What words can you think of to describe Weedy?

«  Where do you think an animal like Weedy would live?

+ How might Weedy protect itself from other hungry animals?

Ask students to draw a picture of Weedy and label any special body parts that they have
been able to identify. Ask students to consider other sea creatures they may see at the
Aquarium. Students could:

« Predict, list and draw other animals they might find at the Melbourne Aquarium.

+  Write statements about what they know about sea creatures.

« Raise questions about what they would like to find out about some of these sea
creatures

Compile a list of student questions and bring them along on your visit to the Aquarium.
Opportunities for students to raise questions will be offered during your visit.
